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This year Moorend First School is involved in  a programme called

“Investors in Pupils”. 

We hope to build on existing good practice to empower all pupils, increase motivation, develop positive behaviour and contribute to raising achievement throughout each key stage.

This is initially all about the pupils recognising the people who support them in their learning and then developing an awareness of their own role and their own contribution to their education. Children focus on the areas of learning, behaviour, attendance, classroom environment and the help and support that they can give to new children coming in to their class.

The aims of the standard is to:

· Highlight their role in education

· Provide knowledge about those involved in their education

· Develop responsibility

· Develop respect

· Emphasise the importance of relationships and teamwork

How does it work?

· Each class works with its class teacher and other staff to decide together what they want their class to be like, developing a vision statement, deciding on class rules, and devising reward and sanction systems

· Pupils, with support, set targets for the class, and for themselves so that they can contribute to the whole class targets which are reviewed regularly
· Pupils discuss with all staff involved with their class how they are helped in their education, by finding out about the jobs they do, their responsibilities and work.

· Pupils are encouraged to consider their own role, developing responsibilities 
· Pupils look at the induction procedures for children and how pupils can be supported by each other
