Year 1 News

Second Half Term - November 2005 - From Miss Webster

We are now into our second half term in Year 1 and everyone is working very hard.  Here are some of the curriculum areas to be covered this half term. 

English -  We are continuing to study stories and rhymes with predictable and repeating patterns and re-telling traditional stories.  Non-fiction: Work includes:- reading and writing, signs, labels, captions, lists and instructions.

[image: image1.wmf]Home support - continuation of daily reading practice, a weekly spelling list (sent home each Thursday and tested the following Tuesday) and completion of any work not finished during class time.

Maths - This half term's 'Oral and Mental' objectives are:-

· counting in 10's to and from 100 

· recalling addition facts to 10 at speed 

· ordering multiples of 10 up to 100

· totalling cash to 10p 

· estimating numbers of objects to 30.  

We are focussing on number names i.e. eleven, twenty, thirty-two, also counting back in ones, 10 more than a given number.  Other areas of maths include learning the names/order of the days of the week and measures. Numeracy homework Tuesdays – to be returned by the following Monday please.

Please continue to work on the Year 1 Numeracy target (see back of planner).

[image: image2.wmf]Home support - This should continue to be "fun", for example playing board games which involve adding the total of 2 dice and again anything to do with shops and shopping.  Reading analogue clocks will also be helpful; focusing on the hour and half past.  The vocabulary 'fewer than' and 'more than' is focused on and could be used in 'real life' situations at home.

We will be continuing to work on our Maths target for this term:
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To know by heart all pairs of numbers 

with totals up to 10.

Our Science topic is "Light and Dark" where we will be looking at a variety of

 sources of light, learning that light is essential for seeing things, about sunlight and 

the dangers of the sun.

In Art we are focusing on colour mixing techniques and working with colours in a variety of ways. Design Technology involves looking at structures.  If anyone would enjoy exploring their creative side we would welcome help in class on Friday afternoon for art & craft type activities.

Please remember our P.E. sessions are Monday and Tuesday, no jewellery to be worn and long hair to be tied back please.  Thank you for your support in this area.
Please continue to send into school junk modelling materials (boxes, cartons, rolls, lids etc).

Working Together Creatively – As part of our school development links are being strengthened between Foundation Stage and Key Stage 1.  One Tuesday morning of each half term the children in Reception and Year 1 will work together creatively on class topics.
